CAUTION
Rack weighs approximately 32 lbs. (14 Kg). Failure
to adequately support rack during installation or

removal may result in personal injury or damage to
equipment. Use two people if in doubt.

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn
ignition switch to “OFF” position and remove key.

2. Remove two wire lock pinsA from upper hook
brackets, then open upper hook assemblyB as
shown.

3. Insert two lower hooksC over lower bumper tube
D.

NOTE
LH detail shown; RH opposite.

4. Lift bumper upwards until upper hook assemblyB
can rotate over upper bumper tubeE.

5. Secure upper hook assemblyB to upper hook
brackets using two wire lock pinsA.

NOTE
LH detail shown; RH opposite.
