Please wear safety glasses while
performing the steps in the following instructions.

IMPORTANT: This instruction is only applicable when installing both kits PN 2878853 (Front Door)
and PN 2879899 (Rear Door) at a time. Do not use instructions included in Front Door Kit
(PN 2878853). This instruction includes information for installing both Front and Rear Door Kits.



INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS (Front Door Kit 2878853):
1. Place the vehicle in “PARK”. Turn the key to the “OFF” position and remove from the vehicle. Lift vehicle

box.

2. Place front and rear driver’s door on flat, clean surface
as they will be installed on the vehicle. Remove the
hinges from the front door. Figure 1.

IMPORTANT: Retain the hinges for the rear door
installation.

B-pillar door surround (PN 5450560 RH;
5450559 LH) in place, then reinstall three screws
removed. Make sure short screw is reinstalled in the
upper position of the three. Install three new screws
(PN 7519650) from kit through B-pillar surround and
into ROPS frame.
